This is a family
who was getting help at casa. One of the
sons in the apartment had just gotten off
probation a few days prior.

A US citizen residing in the apartment
refused to open the door and asked to
see the warrant. They used a battery
ram and broke the door. The agents
slammed the US citizen on the floor and
handcuffed him. Once they removed his
brother they gave the warrant to the
mother and left.

HOW GASA RESPONDED

We stayed in constant contact with the
family, and through our pipelines we are
providing legal support and are fundraising
the help pay for the damage to the door.
We’re working on rehoming the remainder of
the family as they are in fear. Additionally we
contacted all our families in similar scenarios
and quickly rehomed them to a safe location
with our allies.

4) They educate on what to ask for when facing
enforcement entities, to demand a warrant for an
individual and a judicially signed search warrant
before forced entry without permission.
